Greece took the
bronze medal in 1995, and the fact that some
of those players went on to become champions
of Europe at senior level in 2004 — including our
final tournament ambassador, Giorgos
Karagounis — underlines the importance of
gaining international experience in these
age-limit competitions.

iorgos Karagounis represented
Greece an incredible 250
times — 111 of those at youth
level. His 139 senior caps are
a Greek record and now, as Hellenic
Football Federation (EPO) director of
national teams, the UEFA EURO 2004

winner still gives everything to the cause.

You were in the Greek teams that
reached the 1998 UEFA European
Under-21 Championship final and the
Under-18 semi-finals in 1995. How did
those experiences help you at UEFA
EURO 2004?

You can't get intense experiences like
that in club football at that age. You
come up against the best of each age
group, the best of each country, and
measure yourself against them. Doing
so well in the Under-21 finals and the
Under-18s really helped us in Portugal.
Many of the players we'd faced in those
youth tournaments were at EURO 2004.
That gave us confidence because we
knew the opposition. We had done well

as juniors, so why not as seniors?

The last time Greece entered the
Under-19 final tournament in 2012, they
got to the final.

Our motto is to take one game at a time
and that goes for the Under-19s too.

You keep your eye on the ball hoping to

achieve a run of successful results.

Did you dream of playing for Greece as
a boy?

Of course. | was included in the national
selections from a very young age

and always loved playing for Greece.
Representing your country is the biggest
honour a player can have. | was lucky to
represent my country from [the age of]
15 until 37.

What sacrifices did you make to achieve
your goals?

Unlike boys my age, | couldn’t go out
with my friends whenever | wanted. |
wouldn’t eat that extra ice cream or
drink that extra drink. There were rules
and standards to uphold. The schedule
is busy, with many competitions, so

sacrifices are essential.

What advice would you give players at
this tournament?

They should always remember that,
however great their individual qualities,
they will never achieve anything on their
own — only as a team. They have to learn
teamwork on and off the pitch, be like a

family and enjoy their time together.

espite packing an array of
memorable moments into

his young career, Antoine

Griezmann will never forget his
first steps along the road to success with
France’s Under-19 side. “It was a dream
really,” recalls the quick-footed forward,
who triumphed on home soil at the 2010
UEFA European Under-19 Championship.

Criezmann has made a habit of rising to
challenges, scoring over 20 Liga goals in his
first season at Club Atlético de Madrid after
stepping into the shoes of Diego Costa since
his move last summer. That came shortly
after he had forced his way into France’s
squad for the 2014 FIFA World Cup, but it
was at U19 level that the 24-year-old first
began displaying his potential.

“I really wanted to go out and sing
La Marseillaise,” he says of his maiden
appearance with Les Bleuets. It was then,
too, that he realised he was setting out on
a journey with almost limitless frontiers.
“You say to yourself: ‘OK, you're in the
Under-19s. Now you must try to get close
to the first team and work hard at your
club to get in the French senior squad.”

Griezmann grabbed his chance at
the 2010 final tournament, notching two
goals against Austria in the group stage.
“The whole stadium was cheering,” he
remembers, though that was nothing
compared with the noise created by over
20,000 fans in Caen as the hosts beat
Spain in the final. “We wanted to give

everything for the people who'd come to

support us. | went off injured at half-time,
but | believed in my team-mates.”
Alexandre Lacazette swung the match
with a late winner and, like Griezmann,
the Olympigue Lyonnais forward has since
become a prolific scorer and a senior
international. The key to following in their
footsteps, says Griezmann, is “to enjoy
playing, open your eyes, learn everything
and give everything for your country”. He

has never given anything less.
